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PET TIP OF THE MONTH—IS YOUR PET OVERWEIGHT?

Most people know that obesity
is increasing in the US but did
you know that includes your
pet? Our cats and dogs are fat,
often obese, and this can be-
come a serious health risk. Ex-
tra weight can lead to diabetes,
cancer and early osteoarthritis.
Pay attention to the food you
feed your pets. Read the labels
and make sure, of the first 5
ingredients, at least 2 say
“whole proteins” rather than
“by-products”. Avoid corn, soy
and wheat.

Exercise is essential. Make sure
your pet gets at least 30 min-
utes of exercise a day, either
walking your dog, or toy play
with your cat.
